C.V.J.Varma, President, Council of Power utilities, welcomed all the participants of various utilities and emphasis the need of Smart Grid .This will help utilities to deliver the quality& quantity power to consumers and also smart grid technology will reduce the price of electricity by adopting demand side management system 

Sh. A.G.Patil, Chief Engineer, BEST undertaking, Mumbai indicated that smart grid will help to improve the environment quality and also to achieve carbon-credit points.

Shri Shri Harsh Sharma, Addl. Vice president, BSES Yamuna Power Ltd. submitted that IT and communication sector has an important role in the implementation of smart grid and also the type of energy meter used. BSES Yamuna power Ltd. changing the energy meters of all commercial/industrial consumers. The smart meters approach is to make it possible for energy suppliers to charge variable electric rates i.e. during peak or off peak periods

Shri Ajay I Kumar, Addl. Vice President,, BSES Rajdhani Power ltd., Delhi mentioned that smart grid will help to develop good outage management and customer relationship management, to improve the consumer relation.

Shri. A.G.Patil, Chief Engineer, BEST undertaking, Mumbai, submitted that Demand side management system adopted to maintain the power supply. he further mentioned that regulator should allow to capitalize,  the expenditure incurred  in the development of smart grid . 
Some members suggested that for regulator ( state regulatory commission) a pilot project based on demand side management system including the change of energy meters should taken up by the distribution companies, this will help to capitalize the expenditure incurred for implementation of smart grid.

Sh. C.V.J. Varma, President, Council of Power utilities, concluded the discussions with observation that there is need for development /modernization of both the transmission and distribution grids, create a healthy competition between suppliers , greater use of renewable energy sources and smart meters serve the energy efficiently
